Chairman Korleski called this meeting of the Senior Citizen Commission to order
at 10:05 a.m. with the following individuals in attendance:

DETERMINATION OF A QUORUM:
A quorum of the Senior Citizen Commission was present for this meeting.

CHANGES OR ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA:
None.

APPROVAL OF MAY 9, 2017 SENIOR COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
MOTION and seconded by Commissioners Salvati and Roberts to approve the
May 9, 2017 Senior Commission Meeting Minutes.

There was no correspondence to be reviewed.

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UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Discussions regarding DPW Potluck

Chairman Korleski said that the potluck for the DPW employees would be
hosted at the Senior Center and they would come there. She asked
whether the Commissioners felt summer or fall would be a better time
for the potluck. Ms. McMahan said that fall would be better. Ms. Banks
noted that the City leaf pickup runs all of September. Ms. McMahan said
that she will talk to the Department of Public Works to determine a good
date during the first couple weeks of September.

NEW BUSINESS:

Senior Coordinator Report — Receive and File

Ms. McMahan noted that the auction for the Ronald McDonald house
went very well and raised $235. There were a lot of great gifts. Chairman
Korleski asked whether there are any prizes left over which could be used
for the Christmas party. Ms. McMahan said that there were not.

Senior Fund policy discussion/development

Ms. McMahan noted that she summarized the uses for the Senior Fund
and how the monies in that account can be spent as decided by the
Commission at the May 9, 2017 meeting. Chairman Korleski noted that
currently the only monies expended for the senior memorial plaque are
for extra spaces on the plaque since her neighbor has graciously offered
to do the engraving for free. She thinks that the charitable donations are
fine including such things as providing pizzas for the Desert Angels
packing parties. Ms. McMahan said that she purchased a couple games
including Apples to Apples and an Apples to Apples, Jr. which is less
challenging.

Commissioner Pfeffer asked whether anyone has a seat or pillow to place
on chairs for seniors who need extra height. Commissioner Roberts
suggesting buying a chair pad if that would work. Commissioner Salvati
said that she will check to see if she has something that she can donate
for this purpose.
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Chairman Korleski likes the idea of donating monies from the Senior Fund
for discounting ticket prices for events since in this way all of the
participating seniors benefit. Ms. Banks said that she will submit
Ms. McMahan’s summary of the Senior Fund policy to Mr. Brown.

Memorial Plaque Name Additions

Ms. McMahan may have one more name for the senior memorial plaque.
She will let Chairman Korleski know when she identifies the deceased
senior.

State Fair

Ms. McMahan said that the Senior Center is on the State Fair’s list to
receive 50 tickets. She believes the tickets will be for Thursday or Friday
of Labor Day weekend. Chairman Korleski noted that seniors will be
providing their own transportation to the State Fair. Commissioner Grant
suggested compiling a list of seniors who are willing to share rides or who
are looking for a ride.

Collaboration With Neighboring Senior Centers

Chairman Korleski asked Ms. McMahan whether she regularly meets with
the coordinators of the neighboring senior centers. Ms. McMahan said
that she used to but has not since she returned to the City’s employ,
although she does speak to them occasionally. Chairman Korleski thinks
it would be a good idea in order to find out about events in neighboring
communities. She encouraged Ms. McMahan to work as closely as
possible with the other senior centers for purposes of economies of scale.
Ms. McMahan noted that they have partnered with other Lakes area
centers to do a Sock Hop and Progressive Lunch.

Commissioner Salvati noted that it would be nice to coordinate day trips
or even overnight trips with the other senior centers since Wixom’s trips
keep getting cancelled. Ms. McMahan noted that Wixom already
coordinates trips with the Milford, Dublin and Highland Centers.
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Commissioner Contreras said that she frequently goes to Milford to be
picked up since she often does not know that seniors are being picked up
in Wixom. Commissioner Contreras asked that if Wixom pickup is
available that it be noted on the event so there is a possibility of going
before a check is sent. Commissioner Contreras noted that they now
accept cash upon boarding the bus. Commissioner Pfeffer noted that she
attended a recent trip in Chelsea and there were three pickup places from
which to choose.

INFORMATION:

Senior Activity Fund Financial Statement

Chairman Korleski noted that the Senior Activity Fund balance is $674.66
as of July 5, 2017. She thinks a fund balance of $500-51,000 is fine since
there are no monthly fees. Also, they are continuing to do the 50/50
raffles. Commissioner Roberts offered to handle the 50/50 raffles at the
gate. Chairman Korleski noted that other Senior Commissioners who are
interested can assist Commissioner Roberts with this task on a rotational
basis.

Ms. McMahan said that there were no changes in this account since the
Senior Commission’s last meeting. She discovered a minor error in the
numbers and accordingly went line by line to correct things. She still has
the money for the Ronald McDonald house and will put it into the
account and then take it out when we have all the needed information to
request a check for them. It will be a pass through.

Chairman Korleski asked the Commissioners for their input regarding
fourth quarter expenditures. Do they still want to provide a reduction in
the ticket cost for the senior holiday party? Commissioner Grant likes this
idea. Chairman Korleski noted that providing the ticket discount will
likely result in higher attendance. She proposed a $2 reduction in ticket
cost for members only.

MOTION and seconded by Commissioners Korleski and Grant to approve a 52 per
ticket price reduction for members only for the 2017 Senior holiday Christmas

party.

2. Reappointment of Commissioner Pfeffer

Chairman Korleski noted that City Manager, Steve Brown, reappointed
Commissioner Pfeffer to the Senior Commission at a recent City Council
meeting.

COMMISSION COMMENTS:

Commissioner Grant suggested that the recent group photo of the Senior
Commission, taken at this year’s Senior Picnic, be used on the City’s website
and/or online communications. Chairman Korleski noted that it would be nice to
do another group photo during this year’s holiday party.

Commissioner Pfeffer inquired about the status of Friday hours for the Senior
Center. Ms. Banks said that as long as there is a budget for it and someone here
to run it, the City will continue to offer Friday hours at the Senior Center.

Commissioner Contreras complained about a recent experience where grass
clippings were sprayed on her brand new car which she discovered as she exited
Friday euchre. There was no grass to be cut where her car was parked and the
people cutting the lawn were rude to her when she addressed it with them.
Ms. Banks said that it was probably a company contracted by the City and not the
Department of Public Works (DPW). Commissioner Contreras said that she was
told they were summer help; they were kids. Ms. Banks said that she will speak
to the DPW Director. There is a program that involves people doing community
service so it could have been them; however, DPW personnel are supposed to
supervise them. Commissioner Contreras said that she will no longer come on
Fridays since they told her they would be cutting the grass on that day. Ms.
Banks will follow up with this.

Chairman Korleski noted that the next euchre games are scheduled for July 14,
September 2 and November 10, 2017.

Chairman Korleski noted that the next meeting is September 12, 2017. Since she
will be out of town, Commissioner Contreras, as Vice Chair, will chair that
meeting.
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Commissioner Pfeffer noted that the Senior Commission will again be collecting
back to school supplies starting in August for local elementary schools. They will
collect pencils, paper, spiral notebooks, glue, etc. Commissioner Grant noted
that they only deliver to one or two elementary schools since they do not collect
enough supplies for all the elementaries in the district.

Commissioner Pfeffer asked whether the seniors will benefit from the 50/50
raffles or whether it will go to a charity. Chairman Korleski and Commissioner
Roberts said that those proceeds go into the Senior Fund. Then the
Commissioners determine what it gets spent on. They will now be guided by the
policy which was discussed at today’s meeting.

Commissioner Pfeffer referred to the items that the seniors collected for the
homeless vets in November of last year which was well timed given the cold snap
the area experienced. Chairman Korleski noted that those items came directly
from the Senior Commissioners themselves and not from the Senior Fund.
Commissioner Roberts noted that she recently saw some warm weather items at
very reasonable prices in local stores and suggested taking advantages of sales
for this year’s collection for the vets.

Commissioner Roberts asked whether it is okay to recruit new members for the
Senior Center. She has not seen any new seniors at the Center. Can she bring
someone new to the potluck and bingo? Ms. McMahan said that seniors do not
need to be a member in order to participate. The benefit of being a member is
that they enjoy reduced cost ticket pricing among other things. Commissioner
Roberts has a friend she may be able to bring to future senior events. She noted
that is how she was introduced to the Senior Center; she was invited by a friend.
While she had been at the Center for meetings, she did not realize there was a
Senior Center at the City.

STAFF COMMENTS:

Ms. McMahan referred to the new Senior Newsletter which now covers a
2-month period instead of the previous 3 months. She highlighted the hoedown
event which will take place at 11:30 a.m. this Thursday which includes
entertainment and lunch. The cost is $8.
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Ms. McMahan noted that there will be a safety workshop for seniors on July 26™
at 2:00 p.m. offered by the Fire Department. They will be doing a CPR
demonstration, first aid, home safety, basic safety and fire exit talks. She has a
signup sheet for this event. Chairman Korleski asked whether City employees are
trained in CPR. She suggested that it might be a good idea to have someone in
the Senior Center area trained in this. Ms. Banks said that the City has
defibrillators that you talk you through things. Ms. McMahan said that she has
done CPR but has not updated her training. Chairman Korleski asked whether the
police have CPR training. Ms. Banks said that she assumes they do.

The meeting of the Senior Citizen Commission was adjourned at 10:54 a.m.
